PURPOSE OF MEETING 

The City of Wollongong Traffic Committee was previously required under the 2011 Delegation to Councils and the (2023) 
Temporary Delegation to Councils No.2. The City of Wollongong Traffic Committee was not a Committee of Wollongong 
City Council however a Technical Committee of Transport for NSW (TfNSW). The Committee previously operated under 
the authority conferred to Council by TfNSW under the Transport Administration Act 1988.  

Council historically resolved to manage the Traffic Committee under a Charter which sets out the membership, timelines 
for the preparation of the Agenda and the distribution of Minutes, in accordance with TfNSW (previously RMS) document 
óA guide to the delegation to councils for the regulation of trafficô (including the operation of Traffic Committees).  

Legislative Update:  

The 2011 Delegation to Councils and the (2023) Temporary Delegation to Councils No.2. has been revoked and replaced 
by the (2025) Authorisation and Delegation Instrument. Wollongong City Council is currently transitioning from the former 
Local Traffic Committee framework to the newly established Local Transport Forum (LTF) , in line with the 2025 
Authorisation and Delegation Instrument issued by Transport for NSW. The LTF is an advisory body designed to support 
Council as the decision-maker for traffic and transport matters on unclassified and regional roads. It facilitates collaboration 
between Council, Transport for NSW, NSW Police, and local Members of Parliament, offering technical advice and 
coordination without formal voting or decision-making powers. 

While Council is actively adopting this new delegation model, it is acknowledged that existing templates, processes, and 
documentation may take time to fully align with the updated structure. During this transitional period, Council will continue 
to operate with elements of the previous system where necessary, while progressively integrating the principles and 
practices of the Local Transport Forum.

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2 GENERAL ITEMS  

2.1 EAST CORRIMAL, Thalassa Avenue ï Ward 1 ï Wollongong Electorate ïï No Parking Signs  

BACKGROUND 

Council have been informed by members of the community of parked vehicles creating access obstructions to the 

foreshore shared path at the eastern end of Thalassa Avenue, East Corrimal.  

It is proposed to install óNo Parkingô signs along the south side of Thalassa Avenue east of Birch Cres, per attached 

plan. This will enable at least 3.0m clear along the south side of the laneway for access to adjoining properties, as well 

as pedestrian passage to the foreshore shared path. 

Council also acknowledges the recommendation within the Wollongong Council Business Paper dated 7 May 2018 for 

the installation of signs to prevent blockage of driveways and side gates at the same location.  

CONSULTATION 

Council has completed consultation with the adjacent properties and business. Council issued three letters. Council 

received a total of four (4) responses (three (3) support/no objections and one (1) objection). 

Responses noted the importance of the area to be kept clear for families with children to access the area with one 

response also citing the Council Business paper item mentioning the support to install the signs. The objection received 

suggested an absence of new or objective evidence, and a lack of community-wide concern.  

Council have reviewed all feedback received and will progress with the sign installation to ensure clear access for the 

community to the foreshore.

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2.2 UNANDERRA, Hargreaves Street ï Ward 2 - Keira Electorate ï Bus Zone Removal 

BACKGROUND 

Council has received a request for the removal of a Bus Stop (Bus Zone) along Hargreaves Street, Unanderra (near 16 

Blackman Parade) as part of the conditions of consent for the Development Application of the adjacent property.  

The bus stop is not used by the nearby St Pius X School, nor the bus operators. Transport for New South Wales and 

Premier Illawarra do not envisage this bus zone being required as part of any existing or future bus services. There are 

two (2) other alternative bus stops nearby along Cummins Street and Hargreaves Street. As the bus stop signage is on 

a Council Road and it is not recorded as an active bus stop, the responsibility/approval sits with Council.  

It is proposed to remove the Bus Stop/Bus Zone and replace it with óNo Parkingô Zone consistent with the adjacent signs 

to keep the northbound travel lane clear, due to the narrow width of the street, per attached plan. There is no net loss in 

parking for this proposed change.  

CONSULTATION 

Council has completed consultation with the adjacent property, the nearby school St Pius X, Premier Illawarra and 

Transport for New South Wales, who were all supportive of the proposal.

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3 REGULATION OF TRAFFIC  ITEMS  

3.1 AVONDALE/YALLAH, Avondale, Huntley & Marshall Mount Road ï Ward 3 - Shellharbour Electorate ï Ken 
Dinnerville Memorial Road Race and Barbara Wyles Handicap 2026 ï Class 2 

BACKGROUND 

Illawarra Cycle Club (an affiliate of Aus Cycling) has applied to Council to run the Ken Dinnerville Memorial Road Race 
and Barbara Wyles Handicap Race on Sunday, 31 May 2026 from 7.30am to 12.30pm. The same event took place last 
year and ran without issue.  

The event proposes to utilise the same course that was approved in previous years and includes road closures on the 
following roads:  

¶ Avondale Road: Avondale Colliery Road to Huntley Road. 

¶ Huntley Road: Avondale Road to Princes Highway. 

¶ Marshall Mount Road: Huntley Road to Calderwood Road. 

An escort vehicle will be used to assist residents in accessing their property and residents will be provided with 
instructions in their notification letters. The Traffic Management Plan (TMP) states that emergency services will always 
have unobstructed access. 

The event impacts bus routes (#33 and #43) however the TMP confirms that minimal (or no) disruption is expected to 
bus operations. VMS will be installed 1 week prior to event at the intersection of Huntley Road and Princes Highway, 
Dapto. 

The course connects with Calderwood Road which is in the Shellharbour City Council Local Government Area. The road 
closure/impacts approvals south of Duck Creek will be the responsibility of Shellharbour City Council and do not form 
part of the LTF item. 

CONSULTATION 

¶ Consultation is planned to take place with impacted residents and businesses; most residents will be aware of the 
closures from previous years. A draft letter has been provided in the TMP. 

¶ The applicant has provided plans and event details to Lake Illawarra Police and is pending approval. 

¶ Premier Illawarra have been contacted by the applicant on 23 March 2026. The TMP notes that local bus operators 
will be notified of the event and will be forwarded final closure times once confirmed. 

¶ Council has contacted Sydney Water (DC4) who did not foresee any issues with the road closure which has 
previously been approved in the area. The event organiser details have been passed onto DC4 to consult directly 
where necessary. 

¶ Wollongong City Council has liaised with Shellharbour City Council who have advised that there may be works on 
Calderwood Road. The event organiser details have been passed onto Shellharbour City Council representatives.

3. Managing parked cars and private driveways within the closure area. 
4. Approval from Shellharbour City Council for proposed impacts/road closures within the Shellharbour City

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3.2 BELLAMBI, Cawley Street ï Ward 1 ï Keira Electorate ï Bellambi Reconciliation Walk 2026 ï Class 2 

BACKGROUND 

Bellambi Public School is planning a Reconciliation Walk on Thursday 28 May 2026. A road closure is proposed at 
Cawley Street between Rothery Street (north) to Turner Esplanade, Bellambi. Detours will be in place to direct drivers 
around the closure. The walk begins at northern end of Cawley Street and Rothery Road (Near Holy Spirit College 
Carpark) and proceeds to Bellambi Public School. The walk will begin at approximately 11am and be completed at 
11.40am. The road will not open until all students have finished the walk and are off the road. 

There will also be 3000 participants in attendance to take part in the event from several schools around the Region. All 
schools should be briefed on key information regarding by the event organiser (Including lining up at meeting point, 
walking in a safe manner and within the bounds of supervising staff). Buses will arrive from 10am to drop off students in 
front of Holy Spirit Public School in the designated Bus Zone.  

See below a timeline provided by the school:

Time TBC Organisational team member/s arrives at vacant block 

10am Bellambi Public School is first school to arrive. Students and teachers 

10am Buses begin to drop off transporting schools ï See Bus schedule. Community begins to arrive 

10:50am All participants have arrived 

10:55am Roads closed ï organiser is notified that walk can begin 

11am Walk begins 

11:30am Schools arrive at Bellambi Public School on Cawley Street (by walk) 

11:50am Traffic Management staff Monitor and begin opening roads as safety permits 

11:55am Cawley street is cleared and all participants disperse or enter Bellambi Public School for ceremony 

2:00pm Ceremony ends and buses collect schools from Cawley Street bus stop 

CONSULTATION 

¶ Consultation is planned to take place with impacted residentsô businesses on 11 May 2026. 

¶ The applicant has contacted NSW Police regarding the traffic plans and HVM. A copy of the plans was sent to NSW 
Police from Council on 30 March 2026. 

¶ The applicant has consulted with bus operators by email who had no concerns with the event.

PROPOSAL 

The proposed road closures in the Wollongong Local Government Area be approved subject to: 

1. Councilôs Standard Conditions for Road Closures. 
2. Ensuring the TMP is set up by appropriately qualified traffic control persons and ensures:  

a. The proposed detour is managed appropriately, and additional resources are provided if drivers are 

failing to follow signage. 

b. Parked vehicles and private driveways are managed appropriately within the closure area. 

c. All roads remain closed until the last participant has finished the walk and is clear of the road area. 

3. The Heavy Vehicle Mitigation (HVM) Plan being supported by NSW Police.

Item 3.2 - BELLAMBI, Cawley Street ï Bellambi Reconciliation Walk 2026 ï Class 2 
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4 DESIGN ITEMS  

4.1 WOLLONGONG, Crown Street, Marine Drive and Cliff Road ï Ward 2 - Wollongong Electorate ï Wollongong 
Foreshore Legacy Project 

BACKGROUND 

Wollongong Council are progressing to the final stages of our Wollongong foreshore pedestrian improvements, delivering 

important upgrades that enhance pedestrian amenity and safety along the foreshore precinct ï between Lang Park and 

Stuart Park. These works are designed to create a slower, calmer environment that better balances pedestrian 

movement with the popular recreational uses. Over the past 6 months weôve delivered increased parking within the 

former bus layover within Lang Park, a new rainbow crossing in Lang Park and reinstated medians to direct traffic flow. 

The final stages of this project include new and upgraded lighting, along with safer pedestrian crossing treatments at 

nine (9) key locations along the foreshore between the WSEC and Stuart Park. These projects are over three (3) different 

areas: Lang Park Precinct, Wollongong Harbour Precinct, North Beach Wollongong Precinct. 

CONSULTATION 

Community consultation was undertaken in 2023. The feedback from the consultation undertaken in 2023 has informed 
the detailed designs and progression of these pedestrian improvements. The cycling specific elements are proposed to 
be progressed at this time. 

The outcome of his consultation has been added to the Engagement Page and engaged members notified. Improving 
pedestrian and cycling safety in the Wollongong foreshore area | Let's Talk Wollongong. 

Directly impacted businesses, residents and bus operators will be notified prior to works commencing.
